This person will work closely with the Pastor and

Parish Councils and Commissions, and will facilitate communica-

tion with various ministries of the parish. This is a full-time, year-

round, salaried position. Salary is commensurate with experience

and qualifications.

The Pastoral Associate works with the Pastor and Pastoral Staff

to discern parish needs and encourage an atmosphere of stew-

ardship and evangelization.

This individual will be entrusted with the following set of basic

responsibilities:

* Attend staff, Parish Council, and Finance Council meetings as
needed

* Represent the parish or Pastor at other parish, community and
