Finance Council Update: Periodically, the Finance Council
plans to update the Congregation on the status/financial
condition of the parish, including a planned publication of
an annual report at the end our our fiscal year on June 30.
Overall, the parish continues to be in sound condition. As
noted in the recent Steeple article, we had an operating loss
of about 20,500 for the 6 months ending 12-31-09 (our half
way point). Our Offertory Income was $252,150 or about
88% of our budget. Expenses were at or a little below budget.
We have had a couple of bequests that have offset our oper-
ating loss to a break even position. Thanks to all of you for
your continued sacrificial giving that is essential for our
Parish.
